Their
greatest challenge 1s still the weeds, though, and they have some
impressive weeds. Looking at them reminds Dorothy of a story her
great-grandfather told about choosing to buy the farm back in 1913.

He said, “If it has the best weeds, then | can grow anything.”
“Well, it still has the best weeds!” Dorothy says.
